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Abstract

First President of Japan Society of Math-
ematical Education, Hayashi Tsuruichi, had
been one of the three Mathematics Pro-
fessors of Tohoku University when it was
bounded in 1911. During the World War
II, in 1942, his student Hirayama Akira
made a list of Japanese books which Hayashi
had been using in his library. They contain
text-books of Mathematics, some of which
Hayashi had edited.

We collected Hirayama's list with the ex-
isting books in recent years. Here we report
the width and the state of the collection.
